When searching in Google remember these tips:


Google searches are NOT case sensitive.


Automatic “and” queries, by default, Google only returns pages that include all of your search terms. Example:  Walt Disney is seen as finding websites with “Walt” and “Disney.”  If you want Walt Disney together and the only thing to search for then use “Walt Disney” as your search.  USE QUOTATIONS TO LIMIT!


To “not search for something” with something else use a (“-“) sign. Example:  fly -fishing

Using a Metasearch Tool: 


You can use a metasearch engine to search across several search engines simultaneously. The ease of use and high probability of finding the desired page(s) make metasearch engines popular with those who are willing to weed through the lists of irrelevant 'matches'.


  Metasearch engines create what is known as a virtual database. They do not compile a physical database or catalogue of the web. Instead, they take a user's request, pass it to several other databases and then compile the results in a manner based on a specific algorithm.
